2.  MSgt Smith opened the meeting with a discussion of the standing cultural/ethnic observances at the Academy.  The observances are:
Martin Luther King observance		Holocaust Remembrance Day
African American History Month		Asian Pacific
Women’s Equality				Hispanic Heritage Month
Native American				Women’s History Month
National Disability Employment Awareness Month

Discussion centered on the chapter donating to each of these observances on an “as requested” basis, or if we should budget for each of these.  Council decided to suggest $50 for each daily observance, and $100 for each monthly observance, which would total $800. Council decided to suggest to General Membership that this $800 be added to the upcoming budget.

3.  TSgt Rudi Reyes briefed the council on the “Adopt-a-Park” program with the city of Colorado Springs.  General duties at the parks would be trash pick-up, gardening, and resetting the wood chips in the common areas.  Adoptions are available on a recurring basis at two times per month, or a one and done.  Council suggested a one and done so as not to interfere with other events already scheduled.  SrA Barrett will call and get a cost estimate.

4.  TSgt Mary Anne Reyes briefed the council on the upcoming membership drive to take place on 15 Apr.  This drive will take place in conjunction with the regular monthly general membership meeting.  The council decided to provide 5 pitchers of drinks and snacks for the event, pending general membership approval.  MSgt Smith briefed the council that Dr Brewster (CW director of curriculum and retired CCM) will make a presentation at the April general membership meeting.  Presentation will be on veteran’s disability and concurrent receipt.

6.  SSgt Modjeski briefed the council that he is working with AD on getting a new contract in place for football season.  MSgt Smith advised that she would still like to have Peterson and Schreiver involved to lessen the burden on our chapter of providing 25 volunteers for each game.  Mr. Heath advised that we need a new person to run money for graduation and football season and will need to provide that POC to AD.

7.  MSgt Smith briefed that the DRU First Sergeant, MSgt Meinert, requested $100 for upkeep of the USAFA room at the Peterson NCOA.  Request will be taken to the general membership for discussion.  Other orgs on base are donating.

10.  MSgt Smith briefed the council on putting a team together for the Rachel’s Ribbons 5K run.  Looking at providing t-shirts for participants
